RESOLUTION ESTABLISHING THE BENEFIT ASSESSMENT FOR
FISCAL YEAR 2011-2012

WHEREAS, Lathrop-Manteca Fire Protection District (“District”) provides a benefit and
service located within the District by the provision of Fire Protection and Lifesaving Services
within the District; and

WHEREAS, in accordance with the statutes enacted under Article XIII D of the
California Constitution and Section 5, Article 4.6 of the Government Code, a special assessment
for fire protection services as set forth below was implemented by the district; and

WHEREAS, the District is empowered by section 13899 and section 13914 of the
California Health and Safety Code to fix and collect assessments for the provision of such
benefits and services to supplement the revenues received from the County of San Joaquin, and
to provide for the collection of such assessments by the San Joaquin County Auditor, and to
provide for penalties and procedures in the event of delinquency of payment of such
assessments: and

WHEREAS, this Resolution is in compliance with the California Health and Safety
Code; and

WHEREAS, the District has complied with the notice provisions of Government Code §
53753 and on July 21, 2011, held a public hearing regarding the assessments; and

WHEREAS, the District has complied with the procedures of California Constitution
Articles XIIIC and XIIID, and has received a majority vote authorizing the collection of a
maximum amount of assessments for each fiscal year commencing fiscal year 2011-2012; and
without an expiration date.

WHEREAS, the assessments imposed by this Resolution are levied without regard to
property valuation; and

WHEREAS, the Board adopted Resolution No. 2011- Certifying the July 21. 2011
Proposition 218 Assessments Election results establishing the maximum assessment rates
without an expiration date; and



NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, by the Board of Directors of the Lathrop-
Manteca Fire Protection District that:

1. The foregoing recitals are true and correct and this Board so finds and declares.

28 It is the determination of the Board that the benefits and services provided by the
District apply to each lot within the District as set forth in the Engineer’s Report, dated May 26,
2011, previously approved by this Board, except as specific adjustments have been approved by
this Board after hearing.

34 The San Joaquin County Auditor is requested to collect such assessments, as set
forth on Exhibit "A" attached hereto at a cost of not more than 1% of the benefit assessment.

4. Such assessments shall appear as a separate item on the San Joaquin County
Property Tax Bill for fiscal year 2011-2012 and shall be collected at the same time and in the
same manner as the San Joaquin County Ad Valorem Property Taxes, and shall be subject to the
same penalties and the same procedure and sale in case of delinquency as are provided by law
for such County taxes.

51 In the case of all parcels within the District which are owned in common by more
than one owner, and which do not have a separate legal entity holding the title thereto, the
assessments otherwise applicable thereto shall be paid equally by the common owners.

6. In the case of all Planned Unit Residential Development areas (exclusive of
independent recreation facilities, independent common green parcels, and entrance features
which shall be billed to the applicable owner's association), assessments established by this
Resolution shall be apportioned equally to each residential unit in such areas.

i The revenue so collected which is necessary for the provisions of said benefits
and services, is supplemental to the revenues received by the District from the County of San
Joaquin in accordance with the statutes enacted under Article XIII A of the California
Constitution and is not in lieu thereof.

8. The Secretary of The Board of Directors of the District is hereby authorized and
directed to execute such documents as are necessary to carry out this Resolution.

9. The Secretary of the Board of Directors for the District are hereby authorized and
directed to assist the Auditor of San Joaquin County in preparing the rolls to comply with this
Resolution, and to bill separately those parcels assessed which do not appear on the rolls.

10.  The Secretary of The Board of Directors of the District is hereby authorized and
directed to certify a copy of this Resolution to the Auditor of San Joaquin County.

16", 2011 at 6:00 p.m. at Fire Station #34, 460 River Islands Pkwy., Lathrop, California.

1. CALL TO ORDER: Chairman Gloryanna Rhodes called the meeting to order at
6:08 p.m.

5. FISCAL YEAR 2011/2012 BUDGET:
5.1.a. Fiscal Year 2011-2012 Preliminary Budget with Full-Staffing

Chief Gene Neely reviewed fire-Service and some of the protocols personnel are to
follow. Chief Neely then presented the five-year budget model with full staffing,
detailed expense accounts, and revenue projections. Chief Neely concluded this portion
of the presentation with stating that if the District did not make changes or budget cuts
the Fire District would be near 8-million dollars negative by the year 2016 if this budget
model was followed.

Chairman Rhodes suggested to Chief Neely that this five-year budget model projection
with full-staffing. reflecting total expenses, revenues and the deficit be included in some
of the information that is presented at the public workshops.

5.1.b.  Fiscal Year 2011-2012 Preliminary Budget with Current-Staffing

Julv 21°', 2011, Regular Board Meeting, ltem #: 8.1. Page | of 3
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Chief Neely presented the five-year budget model with the current staffing levels as
described with reduced staffing levels. He explained that each expense account had
already been reduced as far as possible and further reductions have been made to
revenues as well; with as much as $125,000 loss in property taxes. Chief Neely informed
the Board that some of the account categories will be further detailed upon entering the
new fiscal year. Chief Neely concluded this presentation with stating that if the District
did not make changes or budget cuts the Fire District would be near 1.5-million dollars
negative by the year 2015.

Chairman Gloryanna Rhodes commented on the budget cuts process that have already
been made, reiterating that “there is nowhere else, but to go the people.” The Board
commented about some of the public workshops and questions that are being received.

Director Medeiros commented that he has been asked about potentially splitting the Fire
District and the financial impact that would have. He also mentioned Lathrop and the
San Joaquin Counties’ median family income and projections of build-outs within the
District. Chief Neely replied to Director Medeiros’ comments regarding splitting the
Fire District by informing him that in attempt to split the District one would have to go
to LAFCO and assist in determining fine details as far as who gets which properties
and/or property taxes. assessments and if you detach or not, furthermore that this might
not be a financially sound idea at the moment.

The Board then had a brief discussion regarding the neighboring Fire Departments and
Cities and how most are all facing hard-economic times.

With that, Vice-Chairman Gleason made a motion to give direction to Chief Neely to
come back to the Board and present a balanced budget, making all the cuts necessary.
Director Mahaffey seconds the motion.
